Huvina Hadagali is one of the taluks
of Bellary District. This taluk comprises
of around 120 villages. Most of the
people here are economically very poor
and the standard of education is very
low. Scanty rainfall is said to be one
among the many factors for so much
poverty. This atmosphere forces people
to migrate to distant coffee estates in
order to make their living. In such
circumstances the Carmelite Fathers of
the Karnataka—Goa Province chose this
taluk to accompany the local people to
come out from such biting poverty.

To do this service effectively one
needs a strong platform, an edifice and
basic knowledge of the people around and
their standard of living. Staying in a rented
house they began to toil with the people.

It was Rev. Fr. Henry Moras
together with Br. Joachim Rodrigues who
first arrived at Hadagali. After acquiring
enough land, it took about 4 years
to begin our ministry systematically. The
building of a beautiful Church dedicated
to Infant Jesus and erecting necessary
structures for Carmel Seva Sadan were
completed at this time. Brs. Victor P., D.
Selvam and Liguory Crasta who

rendered their valuable services for the
welfare of the people. Lately Rev. Fr.
Nelson Pinto accompanied Fr. Henry in
his service.

From June 1st onwards | was
appointed as the Director of Carmel
Seva Sadan. Br. Anand Kumar came 1o
our community. With the encouragement
and support of Very Rev. Fr. Provincial
and many a member of our Province,
along with generous contribution of the
benefactors, both from India and abroad,
we could start different developmental
programmes in 8 villages. At present we
help and encourage the people in the
following fields.

Free Boarding for boys, Girl Child
Scholarship, Tailoring Centre, Driving
School, Tuition Programmes, Computer
Centre, Medical Camps, Independence
Day Celebration, Republic Day Celebra-
tion, Christmas Celebration, Youth
Activities, Competitions (sports, games,
singing, dances) etc. We are extremely
happy to publish a bird’s eye-view of 'aH
these progressive activities along with
snaps and literature.

Joachim
Rodrigues came to reside in the
town formally The Bishop of
Bellary celebrated the inaugural Mass
with the presence of about 100
local people, and a sumptuous meal
was arranged for all.

It is in this house that each day
the children gathered for study,
tuition, to play and to pray.
Initiatives were taken, to help build
4 few homes for the poor. The
hunt was on to find a land that
Could be the centre for our social
activities in Hadagali. After a long
Search M. Panchakshari Gauda
offered his land on the Sogi Road,
o0 a good deal. It was Rev. Fr.
Lawrence D’Mello who paid for
Acquiring this 7 acre plot.

}_ Soon architect Mr. S.J. Antony
of Bangalore drew the plan for a

decent and compact residence along
with 2  prayer hall, orphanage,
computer hall and 2 tatloring school.
The foundation stone was laid on
4th of August by the Provincial, in
the presence of the local people.
The masons of the building were
Mt. Socor and Mr. Ismail. The
Bishop of Bellary inaugurated it on
25th of January 2002 in a soler
function in the presence of some
1,000 people. Also the Swamiji
of the local mutt Gavisiddeswara
came to and was received in
the new building with traditional
honours by the Provincial and Fr.
Henry. In the inaugural function the
local MLLA-Nandihalli Halappa and
Tahsildar who welcomed the
Carmelite presence and activities
among them.
